We currently employ 95 sworn police officers, 81 full-time police officers, 3 Special Law

employees.  The department is organized into two divisions:  Operations and 

Administrative, and five bureaus: Patrol, Investigative, Support Services, Professional 

Standards and Internal Affairs.  We also offer various specialized assignments such as: 

K-9 Officers, Bike Patrol, Crime Scene Technicians, ATV Patrol, LEAD, Detective, 

School Resource Officers, Community Policing, Internal Affairs and Support Services.  

We offer our future officers a modern facility, excellent equipment and a proactive 

approach to training.
